Our exhibitors have had all summer and fall to prepare those new displays we will be viewing for the very first time, leaving us to believe that the competition will be tight. If you haven’t sent in your exhibit application yet, there is one printed in this issue of the Mich-Matist, as well as on our www.michigancoinclub.org website. You may also e-mail me your application information if you so desire. Be sure and adhere to the November 4 application deadline. We are happy to announce the establishment of the “Florence Schook Memorial Junior Best-of-Show” award for our Fall, MSNS Conventions. Sponsored by MSNS, this award is named in memory of a fine lady who vigorously supported the youth program at MSNS for many years. Many of today’s adult collectors were mentored as youths at MSNS by Florence. Among her many accomplishments in life, Florence (1917-2006) served as president of MSNS. She also was president of the American Numismatic Association 1985-87. A memorial for Florence is placed on the www.findagrave.com website, where you may leave “virtual flowers” and notes. On the right side of the homepage, click on “Search 16 million graves.” On the form provided, type in her name, choose the state Michigan below (don’t worry about filling in the dates) and hit “submit.” You’ll then see her name on the left. Click on her name there and you’ll then get her full listing and biography with photographs.
Exhibits may be placed all day Friday beginning at 8:00 am., and Saturday from 8:00 a.m. until 10:00 a.m. (NOT 11:00 am). Regarding Thanksgiving Day (Thursday), we are allowing set-up only AFTER I have the exhibit area secured and laid-out, which includes having the label stickers placed on the cases and signs posted. This will probably be after 3 pm. There will be security provided overnight which is why we will allow placement late Thursday until 6 pm.  If you would like to help me set-up the exhibit area, just show up and I’ll have something for you to do to make things go faster for everyone.

If you would like to volunteer to be an exhibits judge (or even wouldn’t like to but will do it, anyway), please contact me so I can get your name on a list I will be compiling. Please let me know the areas you are ANA certified in, or in what classification(s) you would like to judge. If you would like to learn to be an exhibits judge at MSNS as a “practice judge”, let me know and I can assign you to work with one of our MSNS Exhibits Committee members at this Convention. 
Jack Huggins of Central States has agreed to be our Chief Judge for this Convention, and will be administering the judging process. Thank you Jack for your willingness to help us in this most important position.

Our exhibits awards breakfast will be held on Sunday, November 25 at 8:30 am. there in the Hotel. Exhibitors receive a complimentary ticket (and the driver/chauffeur if a junior exhibitor) to this event.
